Hi, my name is Kanemoto. I’m working at City Hall as CIR, in charge of interpreting and 

translating in Japanese and English. 

In this column, I would like to share my thought on today’s multicultural society (The word 

“multicultural” is often associated with differences in ethnicity or nationality. However, in 

this column, I’d like to use the term more broadly – to refer to the wide variety of cultures 

shaped by our unique attributes and environments such as gender, upbringing, and personal 

experiences, etc.)

Since each of us was raised differently, it is natural that we think and respond in different 

ways. However, by staying open-minded and showing respect for others, we can expand our 

persectives and connect with people on a deeper level. 

I hope to continue learning from others with an open heart and mind, embracing diferent 

values and enjoying the richness that diversity brings.
