Hello, my name is Pham. I’m currently working in Koshigaya 

as CIR. In this month’s “Tomoni Aruko”, I would like to share 
about the Vietnamese lunar new year, commonly known as Tet. 
Just recently, I had the opportunity to experience the 
atmosphere of Tet at Nanwa-ji temple in Koshigaya City.  
 

 
One of the most significant traditional events in Vietnam is the Vietnamese Lunar 

New Year celebration which falls between late January and mid-February. And it is 

commonly known as “Tet”. Traditional Tet celebrations are held at Nanwa-ji temple 

during this period. This has become a place for the Vietnamese community in Japan 

and for friends from all over the world to gather and experience Vietnamese Tet while 

in Japan. On the morning of the celebration as I approached Nanwa-ji temple, I saw 

many Vietnamese people, and as I entered the temple grounds, the feeling of as if I 

had returned to Vietnam grew stronger. In the altar, I could see plum and peach 

blossoms, which are special flowers offered to Buddha during Tet celebrations. 

 

I could also see lanterns, carrying poles, hanging scrolls, and many small items 

and tools that strongly represent the Vietnamese culture and recreating the scene of 

Tet even in Japan. Many families with their friends came to the event. Some even wore 

the traditional Vietnamese attire, Ao Dai to the ceremony.  

 

After praying for a year full of happiness, peace and good fortune, the participants 

took some commemorative photos and also enjoyed dances and presentations to 

celebrate spring. What impressed me the most were the firecrackers and the lion dance 

performance. It was a familiar scene that brought back memories of my childhood. At 

the end of the ceremony, I enjoyed the delicious Vietnamese vegetarian vermicelli that 

were distributed for free. The Tet celebration at Nanwa-ji temple in Koshigaya is held 

every year. Take this opportunity to experience the atmosphere of the Vietnamese new 

year.
